	Handle with care; do not drop.

	Lenses 
	
	
	Children should handle glass lenses with care in order not to scratch the surface or break the lens.

	Light Panel
	
	
	Used for exploring objects and X-RAYs.  Do not place heavy objects on panel.

	Light ray box
	
	
	Bulb in box can be hot to touch.

Some require batteries or power pack for use.

	Periscope 
	
	
	Use with care to avoid dislodging mirrors.

	Plastic mirrors
	
	
	Safe to use, although corners can be sharp.

Plastic is easily scratched and does not produce the same quality of reflection as glass mirrors.

However, they are safer to use than glass mirrors.

	Prisms 
	
	
	Glass prisms can chip.

Best effect is produced by a glass prism on an OHP surface.

	Torches 
	
	
	If batteries are left in torches too long they can leak.

If not used on a regular basis remove batteries from torches.

Check that there are batteries for torches to avoid the frustration of not being able to carry out light activities.
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
